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Secure the left fixing panel (AS3505) to the side panel using M8x50 
coach bolts and M8 flange nuts. Tighten all fixings to 5Nm. Take care 

not to damage the unit by over tightening.
06 Secure the right fixing panel (AS3506) to the side panel using M8x50 

coach bolts and M8 flange nuts. Tighten all fixings to 5Nm. Take care 
not to damage the unit by over tightening.

Extend the drawer by lifting the handle (5.1), then disconnect it from the side panels by pressing the plastic retaining levers on both sides (5.2). Remove the 
drawer from the fixing panels (5.3).05
