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3.1. REMOVAL OF INTERNAL CARRIAGE 3.2. REMOVAL OF INTERNAL CARRIAGE

Unclip the rod shown below. Image shows the rod in the unclipped position. Remove the three screws shown below. Retain these screws for use again later. You will
now be able to pull the carriage down from inside the door cavity as shown. Leave the
carriage in this position while you carry out the installation and then refit at the end.
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1. Protect the area of the door where the shield will be fitted with masking tape.

2. Use the rubber gasket as a template to mark the hole positons. Make sure the gasket is
orientated correctly with the yellow backing facing you. Move the gasket up and down until
the gasket lines up with the door correctly. The rubber gasket is profiled 1.5mm smaller
than the shield so it needs to be offset 1.5mm from the edge of the door.

3. Mark down the eight hole centres.

With the door open, carefully drill the fixings holes, using a 4mm pilot then opening to
8mm. The three highlighted holes have a second skin set approximately 20mm back,
carefully drill through both skins. Take care of what is behind the door when drilling,
use as short a drill bit as possible. Remove any swarf and treat bare metal with
anti-corrosion spray.

hole to later tighten the fixings. Only open out the hole on the internal skin of the door, in place with M6 nyloc nuts and M6 washers. Take care not to overtighten the nuts,
do not drill back through the external skin of the door. tighten to 9Nm.
