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1. FITTING THE LOCK CASE

Cut required aperture for lock case using below measurements. TREAT ALL BARE METAL with a manufacturer approved anti-corrosion compound. Use a vernier gauge flat against the
outside of the sliding door to ensure the correct placement of the lock case aperture is achieved.
Note - A lock case spacer is supplied within this kit, we recommend initially fitting the lock case without the spacer and only using it if necessary.
Note - Images / illustrations show nearside (passengers) sliding door, mirror if fitting to a offside (drivers) sliding door.

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4. FITTING THE STRIKE PLATE 5. FULLY ATTACH LOCK CASE & ESCUTCHEON

With the lock case and cylinder in place, mark the hooklock bolt with grease (or similar). Use supplied fixings to fully fix lock case into position.

Close the door and actuate the lock. The grease will leave a mark on the receiving body

panel guiding where the strike plate bracket is to be fitted. Place escutcheon over lock cylinder, mark holes, remove and drill. Secure in place using
supplied fixings.

Once strike plate position is confirmed, use it as a template to mark the aperture which

needs cutting. After cutting is complete, hold the strike plate in place with masking tape or
similar, close the door and actuate the lock again to ensure placement is correct. Move its
position if needed. When happy with strike plate position, attach with the supplied fixings.

Regular maintenance of the locks should take place. Using a suitable lubricant will help
keep the key and the lock mechanism working smoothly.

Depending on the door, the completed lock cylinder and escutcheon may well protrude
at an angle. This is normal.
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
