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Secure the roller spigot to the left hand roller bracket only using a M8 t bolt Assemble the roller spigot, M8 t bolt (FX4139) and M8 shakeproof washer together.
(FX4139) and a M8 shakeproof washer. Ensure that the shakeproof is on the inside Place the assembly into the roller. Slide the roller onto the spigot fitted in step 12,
